There are 12363 registered private medical institutions working across the state
Kerala.

Ernakulam district tops with 1810(14.64%) of the total number of institutions
followed by Malappuram  with 1353(10.94%) and the lowest in Wayanad with
301(2.43%).

When we consider institutions by system of medicine, it can be seen that there are
13008 institutions in the state.

Institutions with Allopathy system of medicine facility tops with 6920(53.19%) of
the total number (13008).

Unani treatment facility is the lowest with 73(0.56%0) of total private medical
instituitions (13008).

11844 private medical institutions have only one system of medicine.

427 private medical institutions have two system of medicines, 68 institutions
have three system of medicines, 17 institutions have four system of medicines and
7 instituitions have five or more systems of medicines.

Corporation having the highest number of private medical institutions is Kochi
(424) and the lowest in Kannur (136).

Among Municipalities, Thrippunithura tops with 104 institutions and lowest
number in Anthoor & Vaikom with 12 each.

80.55% of total private medical institutions are working under proprietorship,
7.99% working  under partnership, 0.93% under co-operative sector, 2.79%
under limited companies and 3.86% under trusteeship and 3.88% under other type
of ownership.

5761(46.60%0) of total private medical institutions started after 2010, while 15.54%
of institutions started before 1990.

61.01% of private medical institutions are functioning in rented buildings while
36.95% working  in owned buildings and 2.04% working in other type of
buildings.

1996(16.14%0) of total private medical institutions have inpatient (1P) facility with
total bed strength of 105373.

249 super-speciality institutions and 958 multi-speciality institutions are
functioning in private medical sector.

6091627 inpatients and 99533236 outpatients got treatment from 12363 private
medical institutions during 2016-17.
